Turn right onto
West Main Street (7-11 on opposite corner). At the next light,
Church will be on your left (corner of West Main and Holmes).
Parking: see below.

From I-84 West Bound: Exit21- Meadow Street. At end of
ramp, take right. At 3rd light turn right onto West Main St. (7-11
on opposite corner). At the next light, Church will be on your left
(corner of West Main and Holmes). Parking: see below.

From Torrington and points North of Route 8: Route 8 South to
West Main Street exit. Take left at light at end of ramp onto West
Main Street. At the 4th light, church will be on your left (corner of
Holmes Avenue and West Main Street). Parking: see below.

From Naugatuck and points South of Route 8: Route 8 North to
[-84 Eastbound towards Hartford. Take Exit 21 off [-84. Atend
of ramp, take right. At 3rd light turn right onto West Main St. (7-11
on opposite corner). At the next light, Church will be on your left
(corner of West Main and Holmes). Parking: see below.

PARKING: Parking is available in the two lots behind the
Church; in the lot of St. John’s Episcopal Church (across the street
from First Church); street parking is available on: Holmes, on
Mitchell (side street off of Holmes, but enter from Willow St.), and
on Center St.
